Chair’s Report, November 2024

Charitable Incorporated Organisation
As agreed at the last AGM the RRA has applied and been successful in gaining status as a CIO.  We are in the process of officially winding up the RRA and transferring all finances and ownership to Reynalton Village Hall CIO.  

The objects of the CIO are to further or benefit the residents of Reynalton and the neighbourhood, without distinction of sex, sexual orientation, race or of political, religious or other opinions by associating together the said residents and the local authorities, voluntary and other organisations in a common effort to advance education and to provide facilities in the interests of social welfare for recreation and leisure time occupation with the objective of improving the conditions of life for the residents.

The Village Hall
The essential electrical upgrade has been completed in the village hall.  We are extremely grateful for contributions from committee members and the public in supporting our go fund me appeal which brought in a large contribution towards the cost.

The heaters within the hall have all been replaced and are now all working efficiently.  We are grateful to John Carter for the installation of these free of charge.

The door into the preparation area has been extended so that we are fully compliant with fire regulations.

Village Green & Community
Residents will be aware that we are committed to keeping the area tidy and to improving outside space for the village.  Members of the committee have spent time in keeping the green maintained so that, weather permitting, the benches can be used and enjoyed.  The village green will continue to be a focus for the coming year.  At least one organised litter pick has been held this year.  We continue to offer the bus shelter book exchanged which has been well used again this year.  

Village Hall Events
Throughout the past year we have held events in the village hall which have been affordable and accessible for local residents to attend.



On 2nd December 2023 we held the annual Christmas party which comprised of various entertainment including quiz, bingo, raffle and live music from Billy Cole.  Mince pies, stollen and snacks were provided as part of the ticket price and a licensed cash bar was available.  The event was a great success.  Great effort was put into providing a children’s party prior to the main party but due to lack of interest this was not viable and had to be cancelled.

On 9th March 2024 we held a bingo night.  This was a great success and we were extremely grateful for the bingo caller giving up her time for free and for the many donated prizes.  A licensed cash bar was available at this event.

On 27th May (bank holiday) a table top sale/craft sale took place in the hall which attracted vendors from the local area and saw buyers attend from Reynalton and further afield.  To boost contributions to the village hall fund an in-house raffle was also held.  A successful event which we had hoped to repeat in the run up to Christmas but difficulties in fitting in with other local events prevented this.

On 27th July we had hoped to stage our summer party with music from DJ Chris Birch and hot food provided.  However due to a lack of interest, potentially due to a clash with events in Narberth, this had to be cancelled.

On 12th October 2024 a fish and chip supper with quiz night was held. This was another popular event with teams from Reynalton and other neighbouring village enjoying supper and drinks from the licensed cash bar whilst playing for the prestige of being quiz champions.

On 7th December 2024 we will be holding our annual Christmas party in the village hall.  Tickets are already on sale for this on a first come first served basis at £7.50 each. Ticket price includes a glass of mulled wine with mince pies and stollen.  Entertainment will include quiz, bingo, raffle, music and a licensed cash bar.  

As a committee we try to provide events that are attractive, affordable and accessible for all.  Foremost our aim is for people to enjoy and use the hall but to also raise funds to keep the fabulous village resource maintained and open which is why all contributions from events are ploughed back into the village hall.  We are always grateful for the support from residents in attending events and making them successful.  It takes a lot of effort and time in staging events which most often falls upon the small committee to do for which I, and I am sure yourselves, are extremely grateful for.  We would very much welcome suggestions for future events and any offers of help and support.
